2016 will be another busy year of Construction!

2016 Street and Utility Improvement Pro-
ject. Construction will begin on a portion of the
streets on the west side of town. Areas will be:
Third Street SW from Center Avenue to Madison
Avenue, Franklin Avenue SW from South Front
Street SW to the alley between Third and Fourth
Street SW, Lafayette Avenue from Second Street
SW to the alley between Third and Fourth Street
SW, and portions of Center Avenue. The main
purpose of this construction is to replace the origi-
nal water mains, but will also include sanitary
sewer manholes, storm sewers with curb and gut-
ters. Construction bids will be received March
22. If those bids are satisfactory the contract will
be awarded March 24. Construction could start as
early as May. Check the website for updated in-
formation.

Completion of the 2015 project for the streets
on the east side of town will be the final / second
lift or wear course of blacktop.
