They meet the 2™ Monday of each
month for a business meeting and training,
and meet throughout the month for addi-
tional training, community events and to
provide community education. It is a group
brought together through fellowship, and a
civic need to provide a greater good.

Starting in 2015—Replacement of old 4-inch water mains
Completion over 3 years, includes storm sewer & street improvements

After recent City Council ap-
proval, engineering began for a
plan to upgrade all existing 4-inch
water mains in Eyota.

Any mains having a 4-inch
width are 60 to 70 years old. Cur-

rent standards don’t allow new
construction of 4-inch water mains.

A 4-inch main is inadequate for water
flow and presents a safety concern for fire
protection. These lines are also potentially
prone to failures due to age. If this im-
portant area of infrastructure is not upgrad-
ed, catastrophic failures can and will hap-
pen at high costs.

The project, estimated to cost be-
tween 4 to 5 million dollars, will be com-
pleted over three years. This will mini-
mize the impact of overall cost and in-
convenience.

Original sections in town, not already
upgraded, will be included. This includes
Franklin, Lafayette, Center, South and
Washington Avenues, and Third and Fourth

Streets. Madison Avenue NW has a 4-
inch main and will also be included.

While replacing the mains,
streets may be re-graded, adding curb
and gutters. Storm sewers could be
added, where feasible. There are many
older areas in town where small ditch-
es are used for storm sewer flow.

The upgrade would also affect all areas
of town where water supply flows are restrict-
ed by having dead-ended mains.

Current and future debt payment obliga-
tions have been reviewed by the Council.
The proposed infrastructure project will have
the least negative impact on taxpayers and
utility customers by splitting construction over
three years with the first construction begin-
ning as early as 2015.

Costs will be paid through property tax
assessments and utility rate increases
(starting 10/1/14, see page 3).

Hearings for assessments may begin as
early as this fall.
