May 8, 2019

Call to Order: Chair Robinson called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.

Approve the Agenda: Chair Robinson would like to add Pool Committee under Other Business. Secretary Mierau said
she had several other items to add under there also. There was a motion made by Kellen and seconded by Schleusner to
approve the agenda. All voted in favor. The motion was declared carried.

Approve the Minutes: There was a motion made by Schleusner and seconded by Kellen to approve the minutes of April
10, 2019 meeting. All voted in favor. The motion was declared carried.

Park/Maintenance:

Freedom park restrooms have been painted. All paid advertising boards have been installed on the Freedom park
outfield fence. All park bathrooms are open.

Trugreen has applied crabgrass preventer to all ballfields. They applied crabgrass preventer to the Westside ballfields
before we were able to aerate. Aeration after crabgrass preventer is applied aeration is not recommended. Aeration
reduces the effectiveness of the preventer. We will not be aerating the two Westside Park ballfields this year. All other
city parks have been aerated. Trugreen will be in town on May 3 to begin weed and feed applications on all parks.
Westside Park in the areas suggested.

Summer Recreation Update: Ryan Scheevel was present to give an update. Staff has been hired. Training for staff will
be May 30 and if needed May 31. June 6 staff will be working to get everything lined up for the programs that start June
10. The sign up numbers are similar to last year. Ryan stated that he had attended a meeting in Olmsted County
regarding Adaptive Rec. There are a lot of resources out there that people don’t know about. The group is going to try
to have quarterly meetings to work together and tap into some of the resources that are out there.

Park Board Resignation: There was a motion made by Robinson and seconded by Schleusner to approve Kim Horn’s
resignation and to advertise for the position. All voted in favor. The motion was declared carried.

Other Business:

Pool Update: Robinson stated that he made contact with Kassondra and Krissy from the pool committee. They had said
that the park board should write a letter to all the committee members and state that this is closure. Discussion was
held whether or not Burbach had completed all the items that they received payment for. If not, they could check into
what a splash pad would entail. Mierau to e-mail the park board any agreement that the city had with Burbach and if
any payments were made.

Donation from Carpenters Local 1382: Park Board members said thank you for the $100 donation that is to be used for
Movies in the Park.

Verizon: Verizon contacted the city and said that they are terminating their monthly lease to the city. For 2019 the loss
of revenue will be $6875. For 2020 the loss of revenue will be $11,785.




Park Tours: Secretary Mierau recommended that the board should take a tour of all the parks because in the next few
months we will be working on the budget for 2020.

Summer Movie Series Rain dates and Concessions: June 21st-Ralph Breaks the Internet, July 18"-Ferris Bueller’s Day
Off, August 9"-Incredibles 2, August 26™-Dumbo(2019). Consensus was to advertise to see if group would like to have

concessions the nights of the movies.

Adjourn: A motion made by Schleusner and seconded by Kellen to adjourn the meeting. All voted in favor. The motion
was declared carried. The meeting adjourned at 7:33 PM.
